    sponsored by a CHS organization or CHS teacher with approval of 
    CHS Principal Tony Perry. 

 
How to enter: 
 High School entries: 
  Must be submitted to Mrs. Lair, room C54 

Community entries: 
 (1)  deliver or mail the attached entry to the CHS office, 2801 Hornet Road, or 
 (2)  email the necessary information to jlair@chillicotheschools.org, or 

 
Entry deadline:  Tuesday, September 30, 2008, no later than 2:45 p.m. 

 Late entries will be placed at the end of the parade and will not be judged or announced. 
 
 
Parade regulations for ALL entries – school and community: 

 Entries must display their support of the Hornets in some visible manner to parade spectators – 
signs, banners, etc.  “Show ‘em your Hornet spirit!” 

 Each parade entry must have a CHS staff member with the entry throughout the parade. 
 The driver of the entry should be an adult unless permission is given by Mr. Perry. 
 The size of vehicle pulling your float must be no larger than a pickup truck.  Large tractors and 

semi trucks will be strictly prohibited as they have presented a safety hazard to students and 
smaller cars in the past. 

 Motorized vehicles may only be included in the parade for the purpose of pulling a float.  No four-
wheelers, motorcycles, etc. will be allowed. 

 Entries may not display or convey, in any manner, political campaigning. 
 Absolutely NO CANDY is to be thrown from floats / parade entries.  Candy may be handed to 

spectators by parade participants walking along the floats. 
 "PAIN GANG" flags may NOT be used with your entry in any manner or at any time 

throughout the parade.  "PAIN GANG" T-shirts may be worn.

Your number in the parade order is _________________ 
 
Numbers to place on the sides and rear of your float will be provided for you!  To be 
eligible for the contest you must use the signs made for you by the parade committee.  
Making different signs for your number is not allowed! 
 
Lineup for all floats is promptly at 1:30 p.m.  Grand Marshals, candidates, and 
attendants please arrive by 2:00 p.m.  It will be most appreciated if everyone arrives on 
time! 
 
Please arrive at the parade by way of State Street to avoid confusion.  You must check 
in your float with Shannon Baker on State Street.  From there you will be directed to 
your place in the parade. 
 
Homecoming candidates are to meet your convertible at the northwest corner of the 
middle school parking.  Attendants will be on the float towards the front of the parade. 
 
ADVISORS / SPONSORS PLEASE NOTE: 

 Each parade entry must have the organization’s adult sponsor/ 
     advisor remain with the entry throughout the parade route. 

 “PAIN GANG” flags are not allowed at anytime throughout the parade. 
 “PAIN GANG” shirts may be worn. 
 Absolutely no political campaigning will be allowed during the parade.  This includes 
signs, bumper stickers, T-shirts, etc. 

 The size of vehicle pulling your float must be no larger than a pickup truck.  Large 
tractors and semi trucks will be strictly prohibited, as they have presented a safety 
hazard to students and smaller cars in the past. 

 Motorized vehicles may only be included in the parade for the purpose of pulling a 
float.  No four-wheelers, motorcycles, etc. will be allowed. 

 Absolutely no candy is to be thrown from floats / parade entries.  Candy may be 
handed to spectators by parade participants walking along the floats.
